e Awards ceremony: Dec. 9, 2025, at 5:30 pm, during the City of
Inverness Council Meeting located at the Inverness Government Center

e Remove decorations period: Dec. 26, 2025, dawn to 9 p.m. Any decorations
not removed by 6 pm on Jan. 3, will be disposed of and the applicant will be
required to pay a removal fee of $50.
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Decorating Guidelines:

e Complete application
e The Inverness Parks & Recreation Department will approve and assign lamp poles

e FEach lamppost will be numbered. (Be sure to have the Lamp Post #, QR Code and
Business Name easily visible for patrons and judges to see. These can be removed
while decorating, just please be sure to reattach upon completion. If not, your post will
not be judged.)

e Organization signage is made and hung by the organization, not to exceed 8 1/2" x
11" be sure this is visible for People’s Choice Vote.

Decorations or equipment supplied by organization

Christmas and winter holiday is the overall theme, variety encouraged
20-amps at each lamp pole

Decorate the pole only

No tape, tacks or drilling

Only bungees and zip cords or other approved fasteners

Groups must supply their own ladders and tools

Limited poles in Liberty Park; poles will be assigned by Parks Department
No H-frames, or anything anchored into the ground permitted in park
Please plug in all lights, they will be on a timer set by the city
